GENERAL

The DiT, Inc. Aquatrak AC Kit combines all the features found individually in our Aquatrak Modular Zone
Water Detection system, into one simple to install package for a single AC unit. The AT1-AC Kit is a com-
plete solution for extended water detection requirements. The kit comes with all required components for
installation including a 10”pre-wired electrical connection cable. Sensing cables are available in 257 307 and
50’lengths. Hold down clips are included for attaching the cable to the sub-floor.

OPERATION

The module and sensing cable form a complete water detection system for a single AC unit. When water
comes in contact with the sensing cable, the module will activate a set of relay contacts, signaling an alarm
condition. After the source of the leak is corrected and the sensing cable dried, the module will reset to nor-
mal. The module of the AC Kit supervises the sensing cable for faults. Should the cable be cut or discon-
nected from the module an alarm will be signaled. To test the sensing module, remove the E.O.L.(End Of
Line) resistor from the end of the sensing cable and plug it into the module. The module should return to
normal.

NOTE: The alarm output contacts are reverse acting. The N.O. contacts will close during normal op-
eration.

MOUNTING

Module

The module mounts directly on the floor or sub-floor. Two ¥’mounting holes are provided (one on each
flange) for anchoring to the floor.

Sensing Cable

Hold-down clips (AT1-C) should be used to mount the sensing cable to the under floor surface. The adhe-
sive on the clips may be used to mount directly to the floor. On some sub-floor surfaces, contact cement
may be required to mount the hold-down clips securely. On piping, the cable can be mounted directly with
nylon wire ties to hold the cable in place.

APPLICATIONS

Monitoring

The AC Kits provide a non-powered ‘“Form C”relay output for alarm signaling. The AC Kit can be connected
to any monitoring or control system that can accept contact closures or low voltage inputs.

CONTROL
The alarm relay contacts of the AC Kit can be used to shut down cooling, solenoid valves or other water
control devices to prevent additional flooding when a leak is detected.
